We recognize the great benefits in having a diverse workforce with different 

backgrounds, solely employed on ability. 

Scope 

This policy applies to all Ontex employees, self-employed contractors, consultants during their 

assignment at Ontex, trainees and temporary staff, and job applicants. All the aforementioned will be 

made aware of this policy and are to act in accordance. 

Equality commitments 

(a) All selection of job applicants (internally and externally) will be thorough, conducted against defined 

criteria and will deal only with the applicant’s suitability for the job. Where it is necessary to ask 

questions relating to personal circumstances, these will be related purely to job requirements and 

asked to all candidates.  

(b) All employees will be considered solely on their merits for career development and promotion with 

equal opportunities for all.  

(c) Employees will be provided with appropriate training regardless of any of the discrimination grounds 

mentioned above.
